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The International University Student Creativity-in-Action Contest is an annual
competition held in Taiwan which showcases the projects done by university
students in countries all over the world. The competition is divided into two
categories - domestic (Taiwan) and international. 3 of the best domestic
teams were selected to compete with invited overseas teams. 4 excellent
and 4 outstanding awards were presented to the participating teams in the
final for the international category.

The theme of the competition for 2005 is “New Realm”, which emphasizes
on but is not limited to Creativity, Sustainable Development, E-life, Security
and Good Health.

By pairing Near-Field Communication (NFC) technologies developed by
Phillips with mobile communication technologies like GPRS and SMS, a
comprehensive medical information and healthcare system was built for the
competition. The Mobile Medic Information System works with the above-
named wireless technologies to allow healthcare professionals to make
timely diagnosis and deliver suitable healthcare treatment for hospital
patients.

The Mobile Medic Information system allows healthcare professionals to
deliver prompt medical attention to emergency cases even before the
ambulance reaches the hospital. This is achieved by real-time accessing and
uploading of patient details onto a hospital server by the paramedic directly
at the scene. When the patient is brought to the hospital by the ambulance,
the doctors and nurses would have already made the necessary
preparations for the patient.

Within the hospital, information dissemination is facilitated by the system.
The medical records of the patients are consolidated by different healthcare
workers in the hospital. Access rights management ensures that sensitive
medical information is kept secure and private.

With the Mobile Medic Information system, healthcare does not stop when
the patient is discharged from the hospital. Not only will the patient continue
to receive reminders for his medications and his appointments, he will be
able to provide feedback by uploading his progress to the hospital server.
